Prohibited items and appliances

e Candles, lanterns, lamps, or any other item that produce an open flame

e Tobacco, incense, or any other item that burns or smolders when used. This includes e-
cigarettes.

¢ All flammable materials (gas, lighter fluid, charcoal, propane, solvents, etc.)

e All items powered by combustible fuels (such as motorcycles)

o All fireworks, explosives, etc.

e All corrosive (or poisonous) chemicals and hazardous materials

o All lightweight extension cords or multi-plug outlet adapters

e Heavyweight power strips or extension cords without safety circuit breakers

e Flexible (twisty) power strips

e Multiple approved power strips connected together (“chaining”)

e Curtains/drapes

e Anything covering ceilings (tapestries, banners, posters, nets, etc.)

e All decorations covering more than 20% of walls 8

e Tapestries, banners, posters or other combustible materials

e Crepe paper, plastic or Mylar decorations, ribbons, streamers, etc.
